The Members are hereby informed that pursuant to the Order dated 27thApril 2022 (“CIRP Commencement Date”) of the Hon’ble 
National Company Law Tribunal (“Adjudicating Authority”), the Corporate Insolvency Resolution Process (“CIRP”) has been initiated 
against the Company in accordance with the provisions of the Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code, 2016 (“Code”) and the related rules and 
regulations issued thereunder. Further, the Company has emerged out of the CIRP as per provisions of the “Code” with effect from 06th 
August 2024, being the date of the Order passed by the Adjudicating Authority, approving the Resolution Plan submitted by Mr 
Sudarsshhan Das Mundhra, upon its being voted by the Committee of Creditors (CoC) as the successful resolution plan for the 
Company. The Company’s affairs, business and assets have since been managed by a 7-member Monitoring Agency formed as per 
terms of the approved Resolution Plan with Mr. Sutanu Sinha (the erstwhile Resolution Professional of the Company) as the Chairman of 
the Monitoring Agency and six other members with equal representation from the Lenders (Banks) of the Company and Mr. Sudarsshhan 
Das Mundhra, the Successful Resolution Applicant (SRA).

ORDINARY BUSINESS:

1. To receive, consider and adopt the Audited Financial Statements of the Company (including Audited Consolidated Financial 
Statements) for the financial year ended 31st March, 2021 together with the reports of the Board of Directors and Auditors thereon.

2.    To appoint a Director in place of Mr. Balkrishan Das Mundhra (DIN: 00013125) who has consented to retire by rotation for 
compliance with the requirements of Section 152 of the Companies Act, 2013, and being eligible, offers himself for re-appointment.

 His appointment on the Board is being part of compliance with section 152(6) of the Companies Act, 2013. However, the Board 
continued to remain suspended during the continuance of Corporate Insolvency Resolution Process. The tenure of directors will be 
subject to Clause No. 8.2 on ‘Formation of Board’ of Resolution Plan, as approved by Adjudicating Authority, which states ‘It is 
proposed that upon RA acquiring control over the Company, the existing Board will be replaced by new Board of Directors 
constituted with adequate representation from the member of RA and Independent Directors in compliance with Applicable Laws’

3.    To approve the remuneration of the Cost Auditors for the financial year ending 31st  March 2022.

2. In view of Covid-19 pandemic, social distancing norms and restrictions on movement of persons
